Regular Town Council Meeting

April 12, 2016

The Mayor called the meeting to order and recognized the new council member, James Tyree.

The meeting was held at the Dillwyn Town Hall located at 1030 Main Street, Dillwyn, VA, on, April 12, 2016, at 7:00 p.m. 
Invocation was given by C/M Jones and the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Paige.
The Mayor Paige opened the meeting and declared there was a quorum in attendance.

The minutes for February and March were approved as written.  Motion was made by V/M K. Moss and seconded by C/M Jones.  Motion was unanimously passed with all ayes.  No nays.
Mary Hickman presented the CRC annual report.

Mayor Paige opened the public hearing for the Shumaker property request.  Mr. Snoddy explained location of the house having been built over part of the alleyway.  The town was deeded a new alleyway to replace this one.  Town is considering to sell alleyway to owners for the appraised value of $200.00, plus the advertising fees.  As there were no comments, the Mayor closed the public hearing.

Chad Obad, Friends of Buckingham, presented their request for the town to support their request of a programmatic environmental impact study for the Atlantic Coastal Pipeline.
