Regular Town Council Meeting

June 14, 2016

The meeting was held at the Dillwyn Town Hall located at 1030 Main Street, Dillwyn, VA, on, June 14, 2016, at 7:00 p.m. 
Invocation was led by C/M Jones and the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Paige.
The Mayor Paige opened the meeting and declared there was a quorum in attendance.

The minutes for May were approved as corrected.  Mayor Paige to give the Clerk a list of things to change.  Motion was made by V/M Moss and seconded by C/M Jones.  Motion was unanimously passed with all ayes.  No nays.

NEW BUSINESS

New ways to collect taxes.  No report
Town disposal site:  C/M Tyree reported that he had received two bids and had delivered them sealed to the Clerk. E.E. Talbott has requested that he would clean up the disposal area in exchange for use of the area to dump the wood, etc. from the Goldmine house.  The council opened the sealed bids:  Roger Shumaker, $800.00 and Todd Shumaker, $650.00.  Motion was made by V/M Moss and seconded by C/M Baker to do a letter to EE about using the disposal in exchange for cleaning it up and burning.  The letter should address the exclusion of any asbestos materials and be certified that all debris is clear of asbestos or any materials not allowed to be burned.  Motion was unanimously approved.  All ayes, no nays.
Special election, November 8:  the Clerk received an email from C/M Myers that he is resigning effective today, June 14.  The town attorney has been notified and will prepare the paperwork.  

FOIA Rights and Responsibilities:  Mayor Paige asked the Clerk to add her name to the contact list.  The Clerk must post this to the website by July 1.

Resolution for Shirley Seay.  Clerk to ask relatives to attend the next council meeting to present the resolution to them.  Motion was made by V/M Moss and seconded by C/M Jones to donate $50.00 each to the three requested in the obituary.  Trinity United Methodist church, Buckingham Fire Department, and Buckingham Rescue Squad.  Motion was unanimously approved.  All ayes, no nays.

Skunks and groundhogs:  Motion was made by V/M Moss and seconded by C/M Jones for anyone to call the town office about concerns and the council will decide when to contact Mr. Shumaker.  If they don’t want to call the town and do this on their own or with Mr.
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Shumaker, then he will bill them directly.  Motion was unanimously approved.  All ayes, no nays.
