November 10, 2015

The meeting was held at the Dillwyn Town Hall located at 1030 Main Street, Dillwyn, VA, on November 10, 2015, at 5:00 p.m. 
Invocation was led by C/M Jones and the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Paige.
The Mayor Paige opened the meeting and declared there was a quorum in attendance.
The Mayor asked the council if there were any changes to the September or October minutes.  Motion was made by V/M S. Moss and seconded by C/M Jones to approve the September minutes as presented.   Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M S. Moss, C/M B. Moss, C/M Davis, C/M Wallace, C/M K. Moss and C/M Jones.  Nays: none.

Transportation Enhancement:  

Phase 4:  Materials Manual for VDOT and waiting on final review from LPDA

Phase 4x/5:

-  Easement agreements:  still waiting on several to be returned.  LPDA will draft a letter to the Ranson family about the easements.  VDOT to help with this.  VDOT also looking into issues with easements---Ranson Bros property -  VDOT shows this as their easement – but not recorded; what options the town has to obtain the other easements if they will not give easements.  VDOT has noted that they will not sign off on letter, just be copied on it.  Motion was made by C/M K. Moss and seconded by V/M S. Moss for LPDA to send letter to Ranson family with no VDOT signature.   Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M S. Moss, C/M B. Moss, C/M Davis, C/M Wallace, C/M K. Moss and C/M Jones.  Nays: none. 
Eminent domain would take 1-2 years as we did not file for funding this year.  VDOT would need to approve this effort.

C/M K. Moss stated that Samantha had approached her and said that she and the two brothers would like to participate and asked what they could do to make this happen.  Mayor Paige stated that the council would not contact them again directly.  A suggestion  was made for LPDA to send them a separate letter about the Radford Ranson house asking them for the easement, explaining about the crosswalk.   
-  Maintenance of traffic plans:  Had a conference call with VDOT, LPDA, and CRC about these plans.  VDOT will help with most of the items.  Contractor will need to do flagging.  VDOT is preparing a list of signs that the contractor will need to provide mobile stands. VDOT will provide all signs and wooden or metal posts.

-  Ad for inspector-run now or wait?:  Motion was made by C /M K. Moss and seconded by V/M S. Moss to run ad. Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M S. Moss, C/M B. Moss, C/M Davis, C/M Wallace, C/M K. Moss and C/M Jones.  Nays: none.
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-  Need authorization for Mayor to sign new Appendix for the 2016 grant ($244,481).   Motion was made by V/M S. Moss and seconded by C/M K. Moss approving Mayor to sign Appendix. Motion passed unanimously.  Ayes:  V/M S. Moss, C/M B. Moss, C/M Davis, C/M Wallace, C/M K. Moss and C/M Jones.  Nays: none.

.  Kiosk – one has been installed at Davis Variety.  Waiting on Reid for placement location.
 Refund due to DHCD of $35,625.01 due to overpayment of an invoice.  Motion

.  Thursday night events:   Halloween event:    Mayor Paige thanked V/M S. Moss and C/M Davis for their work for this event.  All positive comments were received about the event.  Advertising was the only issue mentioned.  It was in the newspaper and flyers were passed out prior to the event.   Unofficial attendance was over 600 children.

.  business ad-hoc person:  Mayor Paige was under the impression that this person only wanted to come to the meetings and speak for the business owners, but has since found out that this person wanted to serve on council.  The Clerk and Mayor talked to the town attorney and VML about this.  Without a charter change, the person could not vote.  Need to define how they are selected, their terms, duties and responsibilities.  
Charter changes:  Comments were made about the changes not being made.  Mayor Paige will go talk to him.  Mayor Paige stated that the town has been made the change for voting —from May to November.
