Donna McRae-Jones:  With the pandemic coming to an end, Ms. Jones will be resigning from Relay for 
Life and handing the responsibilities to someone else.
Habitat for Humanity:  Five (5) houses were built in 2020.  Habitat has a repair program for low-income 
families.  The program is an exterior only offering and is based on income.  The Buckingham Board of 
Supervisors will be requesting financial support for future builds.  Volunteers are needed for new builds
 in the county.  The builds in Dillwyn are all complete with no future builds scheduled.
 

TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT PROJECT:  The work has been completed.  The contractor has been paid 50% currently.  Once the final inspections, etc. have been completed, the remainder will be paid to the contractor and engineer. 

HOUSING:  Mr. Harvey is working on the house.  He has suspended working and the Council is curious as to what is causing the delay.  He has been paid for the first 50% completion.  
The Town and CRC composed a letter to DCHD requesting an extension to complete the project.  The letter has been signed and sent to the participants.  The extension asked for the date to be July 15, 2021 instead of March 31, 2021.
