Call to Order at 7:03 p.m.

Open the Meeting:   The meeting was held at 1030 Main Street, Dillwyn, VA (Town Hall).  Invocation was
offered by Donna McRae-Jones followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Paige.   

Travis Towns:  Parking on the street is an issue.  He has been asked to move his vehicle when he has 
parked it on the street.  According to Mr. Carney, this is a police matter that is difficult to enforce due to 
the Town not having an established police department currently.   The Ordinance states that all vehicles 
in the Town limits must be properly licensed and inspected.  Mr. Towns says that all his vehicles are 
following the Ordinance.  He also wanted to point out that other residents of the Town may not 
be following the ordinance.  He wanted to know if a lawn mower was considered a vehicle by state law.  
It is not allowed or required to be licensed and inspected.  A lawn mower is not permitted to be driven 
on the state-maintained roadways or streets and therefore does not require the same regulations.

Donna McRae-Jones:  Volunteers for Habitat for Humanity are needed.  Buckingham Build is looking for 
volunteers for the upcoming build for the Piedmont Women’s Build.  Charlotte Green is a local 
contractor and will be the foreman for the projects, also working will be Ruth Wallace, Lafonia Thornton,
SERCAP, Judy Kemp.  For more information, look for Piedmont for Habitat on Facebook.   The Piedmont
Women’s Build will be building homes in Buckingham and surrounding counties.  
Habitat is beginning a new program for fixing external issues on homes.  This is all based on income.  The
homeowner will make payments for the repairs.  Those payments are interest free.  For more
information concerning this program, contact Stephanie Coleman at Buckingham County Social Services 
for needed repairs to a qualifying home/family. 

Dennis Carney:  The 2022 Litter Grant application is ready for completion and submission.  Mr. Carney 
will help with the completion and submission of the grant application.

They are as follows: an issue with the kitchen sink, cracks in the bedroom ceiling, crack in the bathroom ceiling, crack in the living room floor, issue with the screen door, and an issue with the master bedroom closet door.
